CWD(Coarse woody debris.  Large pieces of dead woody material, typically logs and snags but may also include branches, stumps, and roots.  Lower diameter limit defined by the author but always greater than 1" (or 2.5 cm).  Check the Logs, Snags and Slash fuel types for additional literature.

________________________________________________________________________
Snags(Standing dead trees.  Limiting dimensions defined by the author.  Most are 4" (or 10 cm) or greater dbh and at least 6' (or 2 m) tall.  Check the CWD fuel type for additional literature.

________________________________________________________________________
Logs(Dead material that has been uprooted or broken.  Limiting dimensions defined by the author but always greater than 1" (or 2.5 cm) small end diameter.  Check the CWD fuel type for addition literature on larger sized pieces.  Check the Slash and Litter fuel types for additional literature on smaller pieces.

Shrubs(Living shrubs.

Slash(Management residues in multiple size classes, sometimes in piles.  Check the Litter, Logs, CWD and Exhaustive fuel types for additional literature.

Litter(Smaller pieces of dead material including foliage, small branches, cones, etc.  Limiting dimensions defined by the author but, generally, pieces 1" (or 2.5 cm) or less in diameter.

Grass(Living or dead herbaceous material.

Duff(Partially decomposed organic material below the litter layer.   Some publications include discussion of humus material.

Chips(Small pieces of woody matter. Usually used in the laboratory setting.
